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Ralph Nader to Deliver Keynote Speech at Americas’ Glass Showcase 2007

Noted consumer safety advocate Ralph Nader will be the keynote speaker at this year’s Americas’ Glass Showcase, sponsored by the Americas Glass Association (AGA) and being held May 17-19, 2007 at the Cashman Center in Las Vegas. Nader will discuss consumer/glass safety as it relates to both architectural and automotive glass.

Nader is the author of the book Unsafe at Any Speed and has been a keynote for related industry events. He has been actively involved in automotive safety issues for nearly 40 years; in addition to having helped shape motor vehicle safety laws, he also was instrumental in facilitating the recall of defective motor vehicles over the years. His original research organization, the Center for Study of Responsive Law, headquartered in Washington, D.C. has produced reports on subjects such as Interstate Commerce Commision, corporate welfare and government procurement. Other groups such as the Disability Rights Center and Congressional Accountability project have taken their lead from him.
